Ans:CharlotteBronte’s 'JaneEyre'hasseveralimportantthemes.Oneofthemostimportant
themesmaybetheinjusticeofarigidclassstructure.BecauseJaneisanorphan,herlifechoices
arefarmorelimitedthanthoseofmanyofherrelativesandpeers,eventhoughsheismostly
moreintelligent,capableandhard-workingthantheyare.Throughoutthecourseofherlife,
Janefirststrugglestofindself-worth,andthentomaintainthatworth,herintegrity.Janewants
toconsiderherselfaforthright,hardworking,honestpersonwhois,aboveall,truetoherselfand
herbeliefs.Romance,abuse,rage,despair,andisolation,inturn,challengehersenseofself.Yet,
each time she faces a challenge,she forges a path always towards herbeliefs,her
independence,andwhatshebelievestobehergoodanddecentqualities. 
ThisbecomesespeciallyclearwhensheandRochesterfallinlove.Theyclearlysharean
authenticintimacythatshouldhavebeencelebratedfrom itsinception,butJaneisreluctantto
expressherfeelingsorletothersknowabouttheirbondbecauseofthedifferenceintheirsocial
status.

However,anotherimportantthemeisthevoiceofwomen.Janeiswillingtoexpressherneeds
andopinionsinasocietythatvalueswomenwhoaresubmissiveandaccommodating.This
leadstofrequentpunishmentinherearlylife,andseemsmuchlessattractivethanherchildhood
friendHelen'smoregentlestyle.Intheend,though,Janedevelopsastrongsenseofherselfand
continues to rise.Hersense ofindependence allows herto rejectschoolmasterMr.
Brocklehurst'shypocriticalself-righteousnessandlater,alovelessmarriagetoSt.JohnRivers.It
alsomakeshermuchmoreattractivetoMr.Rochester,therealloveofherlife.

Otherthemes include spiritualauthenticity vs.self-centered piety,and ofcourse,the
transcendentalpoweroflove.Anyofthesethemesmightbeconsideredthe“main”themeofthe
novel JaneEyre,dependingonpersonalinterpretation,valuesandworldview.
